We will be developing our understanding of feelings by learning

to name them.

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Maths
In Maths we will be:
e Consolidating our knowledge of numbers to 5
e lLearning the days of the week
e Seqguencing the day and daily activities
e Understanding positional language (e.g.
under, next to, behind)
e Adding one more
e Taking one away
e  Ordering humerals to 5
At home, you could talk to your child about what day
of the week it is, what day it was yesterday, and what
day it will be tomorrow.

Physical Development

We will confinue to develop our fine and gross
motor skills both indoors and outdoors. The
children will take part in activities that
strengthen fine motor control, build finger
muscles, and support the development of a
secure fripod grip. We wiill also work on
building confidence in moving our bodies in a
variety of ways.

At home you could encourage your child to
be more independent with toileting and
handwashing and practice putting on and
fastening their own shoes and coats.

Understanding the World

People, Culture and Communities

We will be learning about our school grounds, including exploring the
forest school area. We will look closely at the plants and animals that
live there and observe the natural environment around us.

Past and Present

We will reflect on changes within our own lives and think about
events that have happened in our school year so far. We will observe
the changes in the life cycle of a caterpillar and talk about past
events in the stories we read.

The Natural World

We will contfinue to notice seasonal changes as signs of spring begin
to appear. We will observe how the weather changes and what
happens to plants and trees. We will learn about the life cycle of a
caterpillar and explore what plants need to grow by planting seeds
and caring for them.

Caterpillar illustrations Eric Carle.

Songs: Incy Wincy Spider, Lady bird Ladybird, Wiggly Woo,

Sing or listen to nursery rhymes with your child and ask them to do the
actions.
